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The Grade 12 Continuous Assessment Programme (CASS) for the year is
herewith attached. Continuous Assessment is an examination component that
counts 25 % of the total marks of each learner. A number of formal tasks
depending on the subject are assessed and marked at school (Refer to Subject
Assessment Guidelines 2008). When there is a task that is outstanding,
the learner cannot receive the results in that particular subject. No marks
must be awarded for a task that is not available in the learner portfolio.

LEVELS OF MODERATION

1. SCHOOL MODERATION (Internal moderation): This level is done at school
by the Heads of Departments or Subject Specialists. In a case where the school
does not have subject specialist, a neighboring school can be approached for
assistance. This level of moderation is ignored by most schools and this
jeopardizes the quality of work by both educators and learners. After the
work has been moderated, a feedback must be given to the educator by the
Head of Department or Subject Specialist.

2. CLUSTER MODERATION (Second Level): This is moderation done at district
level. Moderators are moderating 10 % of the schools’ portfolios in each subject
with a minimum of five (5) portfolios. A range of portfolios is required reflecting
the work of stronger, average and weaker learners. A feedback to the educators
is also expected at this level. Cluster leaders will prepare reports that will be
submitted to the Subject Advisor after the moderation session. The Subject
Advisor will also prepare a report that will be submitted to the provincial office
after every moderation session.
